Section t SPECIAL ELECTION CALLED

The proposition set forth in Section 2 of this Ordinance shall be submitted in the

manner described in this Ordinance to the legal voters of the City of Albany, Oregon, at a

special election to be held on the 8th day of November, 1960. There is a state- wide general

election being held in the State of Oregon and in the City of Albany as a part thereof, on

the Bth day of November, 1960, and this special election is called to be held concurrently

therewith. 

Section 2: PROPOSITION TO BE VOTED

At the election the following proposition shall be submitted to the legal voters of

the City of Albany for their approval or rejection: 

Shall Section 3 of Chapter 1 of the Charter of the City of Albany
be amended to include the present description of the exterior boundaries
of the City and include therein all properties which are now presently
surrounded by properties within the City of Albany and all properties
whose owners have petitioned for annexation to the City of Albany?"
