1: AMENDKJOT OF SECTION 29, ORDINANCE NO. 2823. Section

29 of Ordinance2.823is hereby amended to read as follows: Section

2.9: VAGRANCY 1) 

No person shall be a vagrant as that term is defined in sub -
section 2 of this section. 2) 

Vagrant shall mean: a) 

Every person without visible means of subsistence who has a
physical ability to work and who does not, .for, the space of
ten ( 10) days, seek employment, nor labor when employ- ment
is offered to him. b ? 

Every beggar. c) 

Every idle or dissolute person, or absociate of known thieves, 
who wanders about the streets or highways at late

or unusual hours of the night, or who lodges in any

place other than such as is kept for lodging pur- poses, 
without the permission of the owner or private party
entitled to possession thereof. d) 

Every prostitute. e) 

Every lewd or dissolute person who lives in or about a disorderly
house. f) 

Every person who conducts himself in a disorderly manner as
defined in Section 3 of this ordinance. g) 

Every person upon whom or in whose possession shall be found
any implement that is usually employed or rea- sonably
may be inferred to have been designed to be em- ployed

in the commission of any felony, misdemeanor or ordinance

violation, and who shall fail to account satisfactorily

for the possession of the same. h) 

Every person who keeps or maintains a place or establish- ment
where lost or stolen property is concealed. i) 

Any person who is not enrolled as a student or who is not employed
by the public or private schools and who, with- out

lawful purpose therefore, willfully loiters about any public
or private school building or the public premises adjacent
thereto, or any person who conducts himself in a
violent, riotous or disorderly manner, or uses any abusive

or obscene language in any street or highway, house
or place where the peace or quiet of the neighbor- hood
or vicinity may be disturbed. j) 

Every person who, by the common law, is classified as a vagrant, 
whether included in the foregoing classification or
not." Section

2: EMERGENCY CLAUSE Inasmuch

as the provisions of this Ordinance are necessary for the im- mediate
preservation of the peace, health, and safety of the citizens of the City
of Albany, an emergency is hereby declared to exist and this Ordinance shall
be in full force and effect immediately upon its passage by the Council and
approval by the Mayor of the City of Albany, Oregon. Passed
