
ORDINANCE NO. 3147

TITLE: An Ordinance providing for the date and manner for holding a special
election in the City of Albany, Oregon, on the 3rd day of November, 
1964, for the purpose of submitting to the legal voters of the City of
Albany, by referendum thereof, an Ordinance providing for the fluoride
supplementation of the public water supplies of the City of Albany, 
Oregon, and declaring an emergency. 

TH3 PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF ALBANY DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS: 

Section 1: SPECIAL ELECTION CALLED

That the proposition set forth in Section ? of this Ord'. nnce shall be

submitted in the manner prescribed in this Ordinance to the legaL voters of the
City of Albany, Oregon, at a special election to be held on the 3rd day of Novem- 
ber, 1964. This is a state- wide general election being held in the " tste of Oregon

and in the City of Albany and as a part thereof on the 3rd day of November, 1964, 

this special election is called to be held concurrently therewith. 

Section 2: PROPOSITION TO BE VOTED

At the election, there shall be submitted tothe legal voters of the City of
Albany for their approval or rejection the proposed following Ordinance: 

An Ordinance providing for fluoride supplementation to the
public water supplies in the City of Albany and declaring
an emergency." 

THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF ALBANY DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS: 

Section 1: The Pacific Power and Light Company, a public

utility corporation supplying public water to the citizens of the
City of Albany, is hereby authorized and directed to provide for
fluoride supplementation in its public water supplies to the City
of Albany. 

Section 2: The Regulations of the Oregon State Board of health

for fluoride supplementation of public water supplies be and they
are hereby adopted by the City of Albany as its own regulations. 
A copy of the said Regulations of the Oregon State Board of Health
shall be attached to the orginsl of this Ordinance and made a part
thereof as fully as if set out herein. 

Section 3: All future regulations of the Oregon State Board of

Health for fluoride supplementation of public water supplies shall
be filed and complied with by Pacific Power and Light Company in
its fluoride supplementation of the public water supplies to the
City of Albany. 

Section 4: Inasmuch as this Ordinance is necessary for the
immediate preservation of the health, peace and safety of the
people of the City of Albany, an emergency : is hereby declared
to exist and this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect

following its passage by the Council and approval by the Mayor. 

Section 3: DESIGNATION OF POLLING PLACES, . POLL BOOKS AND JUDGES

The regular polling places designated by the County Court of Linn
County, Oregon, in each voting precinct in the City of Albany are hereby des- 
ignated as the polling places for the special city election; the poll books
adopted by the County Court of Linn County, Oregon, as the poll books for the

state- wide general election for the voting precincts inthe City of P, lbany hereby
are adopted as the poll 10ooks for the special city election; the judges and clerks
of the election appointed by the County Court of Linn County, Oregon, to serve

at the state- wide general election hereby are designated as the judges and
clerks of and for the special city election. 



Section 4: HOURS OF ELECTION

The polls for the special city election shall be kept open in each of
the voting precincts at the same houas and shall be closed at the same hour as
the state- wide general election as shall be held on the same day. 

Section 5: NOTICE OF ELiECTTON

Notice of election shall be given by publication twice in a newspaper of
general circulation in the City of Albany, Oregon, not more than twenty ( 20) days

not lees than ten ( 10) days before the election. Notice of the election shall be

posted for not iese> than twenty ( 20) days before the election in three ( 3) public

places within the City. The notice in the newspaper and those posted in three ( 3) 

public places shall be in substantially the following form: 

NOTICE OF SPECIAL ELECTION

On the 3rd day of November, 1964, in the City of Albany, Linn

County, Oregon, from 8 o' clock a. m. until 8 o' clock p. m., 

a special election shall be held in which the following measure
shall be submitted to the voters for their approval:

referred to the voters by the Council of the City
of Albany be adopted? 

An Ordinance providing for the fluoride
supplementation of the public water supply

to the City of Albany, Oregon, and declar- 

ing an emergency.' 

Context of the Ordinance is as follows: 

THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF ALBANY DO ORDAIN AS
FOLLOWS: 

Section 1: The Pacific Power and Light Company, a

public utility corporation supplying public water to
the citizens of the City of Albany., is hereby authorized

and directed to provide for fluoride supplementation in
its public water supplies to the City of Albany. 

Section 2: The Regulations of the Oregon State Board of
Health for fluoride supplementation of public water supplies
be and they are hereby adopted by the City of Albany as its
own regulations. A copy of the said Regulations of the
Oregon State : Board of Health shall be attached to the original
of this Ordinance and made a part thereof as though fully set
out herein. 

Section 3: All future regulations of the Oregon State Board of
health for fluoride supplementation of public water supplies
shall be filed and complied with by Pacific Power and Light
Company . in : its fluoride supplementation of the public water
supplies of the City of Albany. 

Section 4: Inasmuch as this Ordinance is necessary for the
immediate preservation of the health, peace and safety of the
people of the City © f Albany, an emergency is hereby declared
to exist and this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect
following its passage by the Council and approval by the Mayor.

The city and the county precincts within the City of Albany, Linn County, v; 

Oregon, shall have uniform boundaries and the same election boards.' 
The polling places in the city for the special city election shall be the
same places as provided by the County of Linn for state- wide general
ploction to be held on the same day, November 3, 1964, and to such places

g as the election boards may legally adjourn. The City Council, by Ordinance, 

has appointed the identical officers appointed by the County Court of Linn
f County, Oregon, for the state- wide general election as the judges and

clerks of the special election to serve in each of the polling places in the
respective precincts to which they have been appointed by the County Court
of Linn County.

The Recorder shall advertise and post or cause to be posted the notice required by
this section. The notice of election required to be given by this Ordinance shall
constitute the only notice necessary end all Ordinances or Resolutions in conflict
herewith shall not apply to the notices required to be given bj: this election.
