THE PEOi>LE 01" THE CITY OF J, ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS: 

section 1: AMENDMENT

Section 2 of Ordinance No. 2754 is amended to read as follows: 

Section 2. It shall be unlawful for any person to construct or install
any service driveway across any sidewalk, parking btrip, curb or in or upon any
part of any street without first obtaining a permit from the city engineer. Any
person desiring to construct or install a service driveway shall, make application
in writing to the city engineer and such application shall : state the location of the
proposed service driveway, description of the property to be served by such drive- 
way, the kind or nature of business, if any, conducted upon the said premises, 
and the kind of materip.l proposed to be used for the construction of such driveway, 
the width of the proposed driveway and such other data and information as the city
engineer may require before issuance of the permit. For such permit, the applicant

therefor shall. pay a fee of 102 per curb foot for each private driveway and 20o per
cubb foot for commercial driveways providing in rn y event the minimum fee for
both private and commercial driveways shall be 42. 00. The fee for the permit
shall be paid to the recorder for the account of the general fund of the City of
Albany."
