THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF ALBANY DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1: That Section 1" of Ordinance No. 2304 ve amended to read as follows:
Section 1: Appointment

The Mayor of the City of /lbany, Oregon shall appoint a commission to

be known as the Parks and Recreation Commission with the appointment to

be ratified by the City Council. There shall be five members appointed at
large from within the city. The members shall be appointed for a term of
three years, however, members appointed previously under the provisions

of Ordinance No. 2804 shall continue in office until the expiration of their
terms of office. Appointments made to replace those whose term of office
has expired shall conform to the intent of this ordinance and to provide

for the expiration of the terms of office of two of the members each year
except for each third year, when the term of office of only one member shall
g expire. FEach member shall file a written oath of office prior to being

il seated on the Commission.

Section 2: That Section II of Ordinance No. 2804 shall be amended to read as follows:

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Section 3%: That Section III of Ordinance No. 2804 be ammended to read as follows:

Section IIl: The Parks and Recreation Commission shall hold meetings at

the direction of the City Council and as determined by the Commission. All
S meetings of the Commission shall be open to the public and shall be publicly
o announced not less than one day in advance of the meeting.

Section 4: That Section IV of Ordinance No. 280k be amended as follows:

Section IV: The Parks and Recreation Commission shall be advisory to ‘the
City Council on matters pertaining to the operation and maintenance of
recreation activities and facilities under the jurisdiction of the City
of Albany. General functions and specific responsibilities of the Parks
and Recreation Commission are as follows:

1. General Functions of the Commission

A, To define the objectives of public recreation services and make

plans and genersl policies harmonizing with them,

B. To maintain the highest quality and standards of recreation

service,
C. To interpret the importance end need of recreation services to
~ the general public. . j
