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ORDINANCE NO. 3284

An Ordinance to amend Ordinance No. 3169, Section 4 thereof,
regulating traffic in public parks in the City of Albany.

THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF ALBANY DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:
1:  AMENDMENT

Section 4 of Ordinance No. 3169 is amended to read as follows:
Section 4. TRAFFIC. No person in any park shall:

(1) The state motor vehicles laws apply. Fail to apply
with all the applicable provisions of the State motor
vehicles traffic laws in regard to equipment and
operation of vehicles, together with such regulations
as are contained in this and other ordinances.,

(2) Enforcement of traffic regulations. Fail to obey all
traffic officers and park employees, such persons being
hereby authorized and instructed to direct traffic when-
ever and wherever needed in the parks and on the highways,
streets or roads immediately adjacent thereto in accordance
with the provisions of these regulations and such supplementary
regulations as may be issued subsequently by the director.

(3) Obey traffic sighs. Fail to observe carefully all traffic signy
indicating speed, direction, caution, stopping or parking and
all others posted for proper control and to safe guard life and
property.

)4) Speed of vehicles. Ride or drive a vehicle at a rate of speed
exceeding 15 miles per hour, except upon such roads as the
director may designate, by posted signs, for speedier travel.

(5) Operation confined to roads and load limit of vehicles.
Drive any vehicle on any area, except the paved park roads
or parking areas, or such other areas as may on occasion be
specifically designated as temporary parking areas by the
director. Drive any vehicle, truck, trailer or combination
thereof upon any paved road or parking area in a park when
the gross weight of said vehicle, truck, trailer or combination
thereof shall exceed 10,000 pounds.

(6) Parking.
(a) Designated Areas. Park a vehicle in other than an
established or designated parking area, and such use
shall be in accordance with the posted directions there
at and with the instructions of any attendant who may be present
(b) Double-Parking. Double-park any vehicle on any road
or parkway unless directed by a park official.
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Bicycles.
(a) Confined to Roads. Ride a bicycle on other than
a paved vehicular road or path designated for that pur-
pose. A bicyclist shall be permitted to wheel or push
a bicycle by hand over any grassy area oOr wooded trail
or on any paved area reserved for pedestrian use.
(b) Operation. Ride a bicycle other than on the right-
side of the road paving as close as conditions permit.
and bicycles shall be kept in single file when two or more
are operating as a group. Bicyclists shall at all times
operate their machines with reasonable regard to the safety
of others, signal all turns, pass to the left of any vehicle
they are overtaking, and pass to the right of any vehicles
they may be meeting.
(c) Rider Prohibited. Ride any other person on a bicycle.
(d) Immobile. Leave a bicycle lying on the ground or
paving, or set against trees, or in any place or position
where other persons may trip over or-be injured by them.
