Section 1: That the following described property be and is hereby annexed to
Mier ity of Albany, Oregon, to -wit:

th N 17* 30' E 7. 1 ch; th Wly to E li SPRR main r/ w; th Sly to S li DLC
53; th Ely to beg. Exe pt in roads and railroad r/ w. Also exc, 11 3W
18C 101 described in Book 298, page 587, belonging to SPRR, Linn Co., Or. 

As a M- 3 zone. 

Section 2: That a copy of this ordinance shall be filed in the office of the City
Recorder and the number of the ordinance shall be noted on the official zoning
map of the City of Albany. 

Section 3: EMERGENCY CLAUSE

WHEREAS, it is In the betterment of the public health, interest, safety and

general welfare of the citizens of the City of Albany that this matter of annexation
of the property described herein be disposed of at the earliest possible moment,
