1, WHEREAS, it appears to the City Council of the City of Albany, Oregon, that a
now tax base must be established, as authorized by subsection (2) of Section 11, Article XTI,
Oregon Constitution, in order to permit a prcper operation of City affairs within the
limitations contained in Section 11, Article &I, Oregon Constitution, and

2. WHEREAS, it is necessary to submit the questions establishing a new tax base to
the legal voters of the City of Albany, Oregon, now, therefore,

THE PEOPLE CF THE CITY OF ALBANY DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:
Section 1: SPECIAL ELECTION CALLED

The propositions set forth in Section 2 of this Ordinance should be submitted in the
manner prescribed in this Ordinance to the legal voters of the City of Albany, Oregon, at
a special election to be held on the 3rd day of November, 1970.

4 There is a state wide general election being held in the State of Oregon and in the
i City of Albany as a part thereof on the 3rd day of November, 1970, and this special election
is called to be held concurrently therewith.

Section 2: PROPOSITION TO BE VOTED.

At the election there shall be submitted to the legal voters of the City of Albany,
for their approval or rejection, the following proposition:

""Shall the tax base of the City of Albany, Linn County, Oregon

be established as Four Hundred Sixty-Six Thousand and no/160 ~ -

- = = - DOLLARS 5ﬁ533,000.005 for the purpose of applying the
limitation on taxation set forth in Section 11, Article XI, Oregon
Constitution. The tax base now in effect is THREE HUNDRED TWENTY-
FOUR THOUSAND THREE HUNDRED EIGHT DOLLARS ($324,308.00) and the

new tax base, if approved, shall first apply to the levy for the
fiscal year néxt following this election."

Section 3: DESIGNATION OF POLLING PLACES, POLL BOOKS
AND JUDGES.

The regular polling places designated by the County Court of Linn County, Oregon, in
each voting precinct in the City of Albany are hereby designated as the polling places for
the special City election. The poll books adopted by the County Court of Linn County,
Oregon, as the poll books for the state wide general election for the voting precincts in
the City of Albany hereby are adopted as the poll books for the special City election. The
judges and clerks of election appointed by the County Court of Linn County, Oregon, to
serve at the state wide general election hereby are designated as the judges and clerks

. of and for the special City election.

Section 4: HOURS OF ELECTION.

The polls for the special City election shall be open in each of the voting precincts
at the aame hour, and should be kept open until the same hour, as the polls are opened and
closed for the state wide general election that will be held on the same date.

be held on the same day, November 3, 1970, and to such places as
the elactions boards may legally adjourn. The City Council by
Ordinance has appointed the identical officers appointed by the
County Court of Linn County, Oregon, for the state wide general
election as the judges and clerks of the special City election
to serve in each of the polling places in the respective precincta
to which they are appointed by the County Court of Linn County,
Oregon.
