AN ORDINANCE VACATING ALLEY IN BLOCK SIX, HAZELWOOD ADDITION,
RUNNING EAST AND WEST, BETWEEN LINCOLN AND BROADWAY STREETS
RESERVING A. TWELVE FOOT UTILITY EASEMENT .

Section }: That the alley in Block Six, Hazelwood Addition, running East and
West, between Lincoln and Broadway Street; RESERVING a 12 ft. utility easement
for maintenance of sanitary sewer line, be and the same is hereby vacated.
