
ORDINANCE NO. 3615

TITLE: AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 13.24.160 OF THE ALBANY

MUNICIPAL CODE PERTAINING TO PARKING METER HOODS AND

THE BARRICADE OF PARKING SPACES, ESTABLISHING FEES

THEREFOR AND DECI~RING AN EMERGENCY.

THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF ALBANY DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

Section !:    AMENDE,~NT

Section 13.24.160 of the Albany Municipal Code is

amended to read as follows:

Section 13.24.160. PARKING METER HOODS -- BARRICADE

OF PARKING SPACES.

Section 2:

The City Recorder may issue parking meter hoods to

contractors or utility companies engagedin construc-

tion, reconstruction or repair of a building or installa-

tion of equipment, to applicants engaged in moving
furniture or fixtures in or out of the buildings and

and to the manager of a building that is to be used for a public
gathering that is adjacent to a street where parking
meters are located. The hoods shall be issued only
when space in alleys or other unmetered areas are not

usable and wj. thin a reasonable distance of the place
where the applicant proposes to use the hood. The hood

shall be issued only for each particular construction

job or use. The deposit of FIVE DOLLARS ($5.00) shall

be pajd for each parking meter hood when issued and

this deposit shall be refunded upon return of the

parking meter hood. There shall be an additional

charge of ONE DOLLAR ($1.00) per day or FIVE DOLLARS

5.00) per week for each day or week the hood shall

be in use upon proof of a continuing need. In the
event that parking meter spaces are barricaded during
the course of construction so that they shall not be

available for the use of parking by the general public,
there shall be a charge of O~iE DOLLAR ($1.00) per day
or FIVE DOLLARS ($ 5.00) per week for parking meter

space made to tile person erecting the barricade."

EMERGENCY CLAUSE

WHEREAS, the peace, health, and safety of the people of

the city of Albany require that this Ordinance become immediately
effective, therefore, an emergency is hereby declared to exist and this
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Ordinance shall become effective immediately upon its final passage by
the Council and approval by the Mayor.
