WHEREAS, it is in the betterment of the public health, interest, safety
and general welfare of the citizens of the City of Albany that this matter of
proposed annexation of the property described herein be disposed of at the earliest
possible moment, and that the City facilities be made available to this property
upon annexation; therefore, an emergency is hereby declared to exist and this
Ordinance shall become immediately effective upon its passage by the Council
and approval by the Mavyor.
