WHEREAS., the Chief of the Fire Department, on behalf of the City of

Albany, has previously inspected certain property within the City and has

determined that a nuisance exists on certain property as defined in Municipal
Code 7.84.110 and notice was duly given as by law required for abatemdnt of

said nuisances by the owners of the properties hereinafter described and

the o~vners of the properties did fail and neglect to abate said nuisances, and

WHEREAS, the Chief of the Fire Department of the City of Albany, pursuant
to the direztion of Municipal Code 7.84. 130 did cause to be removed and abated

the nuisance on the property hereinafter described and did keep a complete
record of the cost of labor and material used in connection with such removal

and' has reported the same to the City Council and the report having been found
