WHEREAS, 100 per cent of the owners of the property which {s the
subject matter of this annexation have petitioned and requested the City
of Albany to annex the area hereinafter described to the City, and the same
being contigucus and in all respects qualifying under present statutes for
annexation, and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the City of Albany that a public
hearing be held at the earliest possible date to consider objections to the
annexation of the property herein described.

of the property described herein be disposed of at the earliest possible moment, and
that the City facilities be made available to this property should it be annexed;
therefore, an emergency is hereby declared to exist and this ordinance shall

become immediately effective upon its passage by the Council and approval by
the Mayor,
