
ORDINANCE NO. 4020

AN ORDINANCE ANNEXJNG PROPERTY LOCATED AT THE NORTHWEST CORNER OF THE

INTERSECTION AT WAVERLY DRIVE AND GRAND PRAIRIE ROAD AS R-2 AND DECLARING AN

EMERGENCY.

WHEREAS, on the 13th day of April    , 19 77 , at a regular Codncll
meeting, the Council of the City of Albany, Oregon, did .duly pass Ordinance

No. 40]2, wherein it was provided that a public hearing would be held on

the 27thday of April    , 19 77 , concerning the advisability of annexing

property located at the northwest corner of the intersection
of Waverly Drive and Grand Prairie Road as R-2

Section 2: That a copy of this ordi nance shall be filed in the office of the City

Recorder and the number of the ordinance shall be noted on the official zoning

map of the City of Albany.

Section 3: WHEREAS, it is in the betterment of the public heal'th, interest,

safety and general welfare of the citizens of the City of Albany that this matter

of annexation of the property described herein be disposed of at the earliest

possible moment, and that the City facl]liies be made available to this property;

therefore, an emergency is hereby declared to exist and this Ordinance shall

become immediately effective Upon its passage by the Council and approval

by the Mayor.
