
ORDINANCE NO. 4272

TITLE: AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR CALLING OF A SPECIAL

ELECTION IN THE CITY OF ALBANY, OREGON, ON MAY

8, 1979, FOR THE PURPOSE OF SUBMITTING TO THE

LEGAL VOTERS OF THE CITY OF ALBANY, OREGON, THE

FOLLOWING PROPOSITIONS:

a) a special one-year levy not to exceed

1,578,610.00 outside the 6% limitation provided
in the Constitution for the tax year 1979-80;

b) a special one-year levy not to exceed

169,778.00 outside the 6% limitation for engineering
and building inspection services;

c) a special one-year levy not to exceed

62,619.00 outside the 6% limitation for planning
services;

d) a special one-year levy not to exceed

216,535.00 outside the 6% limitation for police
services;

e) a special one-year levy of $290,059.00
outside the 6% limitation to provide for fire

and ambulance services;

f) declaring an emergency

THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF ALBANY DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1: Special Election Called.

The propositions set forth in Section 2 of this ordinance

shall be submitted, in the manner described in this ordinance, to the

legal voters of the City of Albany, Oregon, at a special election to

be held on the 8th day of May, 1979.

Section 2: Propositions to be Voted On.

The following propositions shall be submitted to the legal
voters as follows:

MEASURE ~ 1: Shall the City of Albany levy a special one-year
tax levy not to exceed $1,578,610.00 outside the 6% limitation as

provided in the Oregon Constitution, beginning with the tax year

1979-80, to provide funds for maintenance of the same general services

effort as provided for the tax year 1978-797 ( The rate of levy deemed



necessary to raise the above amount is estimated to be $3.30 per

1,000 of true cash value of property within the City. If the

proposition is approved, the total levy for City purposes would be

5.70 per $1,000 of true cash value of taxable property within the

City. The operating budget to be financed by local taxes for the

tax year 1979-80 will be $226,286.00 greater than the budget financed

by local taxes for the preceding year).

MEASURE # 2: Shall the City of Albany levy a special one-

year levy not to exceed $169,778.00 outside the 6% limitation as

provided in the Oregon Constitution for the tax year 1979-80 to

provide funds for hiring and providing administrative support for

five (5) engineering technicians and one ( 1) building inspector?
The rate of levy deemed necessary to raise the above amount is

estimated to be $0.36 per $1,000 of true cash value of taxable

property in the City) THE SPECIAL LEVY SET FORTH IN THIS PROPOSITION

SHALL NOT BE MADE UNLESS THE LEGAL VOTERS OF THE CITY OF ALBANY

APPROVE MEASURE # 1 SET FORTH IN THIS ORDINANCE.

deemed necessary to raise the above amount is estimated to be $0.13
per $1,000 of true cash value of taxable property within the City)

estimated to be $0.45 per $1,000 of true cash value of taxable

4) fire dispatchers and two ( 2) fire inspectors? ( The rate of levy
deemed necessary to raise the above amount is estimated to be $0.61
per $1,000 of true cash value of taxable property within the City)
THE SPECIAL LEVY SET FORTH IN THIS PROPOSITION SHALL NOT BE MADE

UNLESS THE LEGAL VOTERS OF THE CITY OF ALBANY APPROVE MEASURE # 1
SET FORTH IN THIS ORDINANCE.
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Section 3:               Designation of Polling Places, Poll Books, Judges
and Clerks of Election.

The City Recorder of the City of Albany shall designate
appropriate polling places within the City, provide poll books and

appoint the necessary judges and clerks of the election.

Section 4: Hours of Election.

The polls for the special election shall be kept open
at the polling places designated by the City Recorder from 8:00 a.m.

until 8:00 p.m.

Section 5: Notice of Election.

The Notice of Election shall be given by publication twice

2) in a newspaper of general circulation within the City of Albany.
The first notice shall be not more than twenty ( 20) days nor less

than ten ( 10) days before the election and the second notice shall

be not more than ten ( 10) days nor less than five ( 5) days before

the election. Notice of Election shall be posted for not less than

ten ( 10) days before the election at three (3) public places within

the City. Notices in the newspaper and those posted in three (3)
public places shall be in substantially the following form:

On the 8th day of May, 1979, the City of Albany of
Linn and Benton Counties, Oregon, from 8:00 a.m. until 8:00 p.m.,
shall hold a special election, at which time the following propositions
shall be submitted to the voters for their approval or rejection:

MEASURE # 1: Shall the City of Albany levy a special one-

year tax levy not to exceed $1,578,610.00 outside the 6% limitation

as provided in the Oregon Constitution, beginning with the tax year
1979-80, to provide funds for maintenance of the same general services

effort as provided for the tax year 1978-797 ( The rate of levy deemed

necessary to raise the above amount is estimated to be $3.30 per
1,000 of true cash value of property within the City. If the

proposition is approved, the total levy for City purposes would be

5.70 per $1,000 of true cash value of taxable property within the

City. The operating budget to be financed by local taxes for the

tax year 1979-80 will be $226,286.00 greater than the budget financed

by local taxes for the preceding year).

The Notice of Election

required to be given by this ordinance shall constitute the only
notice necessary and there shall be no requirement that a voter's

pamphlet be prepared by the City Recorder. All ordinances or

resolutions in conflict herewith shall not apply to the notice

required by this section.
