3. The assessments set forth 1n the following ordinance are based upon the
request and recommendation of the City Engineer in compliance with Ordinance
No. 2864.

Description of Proiect

This project provided concrete pavement for parking on 8th Avenue between Lyon
and Broadalbin Streets. Planting areas were provided in each of the two blocks
and loam was placed as a part of the project. Landscaping of the planting areas
will be done by the Albany Historic Tours Committee and the West Albany Neighbor-
hood Assoclation.

This project was approved by the Council on August 22, 1984. Estimated construc-
tion cost was $26,950.00. The contract was awarded to Dave Kreutzkampf on
September 12, 1984. Bid price was $29,465.00. Final cost was $30,466.06.

C. Total Project Cost $35,012.97
Method of Assessment
When this project was approved by the Council on August 22, 1984, it was agreed
that the property owners would be assessed a maximum of $26,000 and that the City
would pay the remaining cost of the project. Individual assessments were calcu-
lated on a percentage basis agreed to by the property owners as described in the
amended Engineer's Report dated August 23, 1984.
