NOW, THEREFORE, THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF ALRANY DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

Seaion 1: The Albany Municipal Code, Title 20, known as the 'City of Albany Development Code,'
existing Article 18 relative to Sig~s, is revised to become Article 13 as shown on attached

Exhibit *A."

on 2:           The Findings attached as Exhibit ' B* are hereby adopted in support of this decision.

Seaion 3: A copy of thi.~ ordinance will be forwarded to the Department of Land Conservation and

Development.

Seaion 4: Inasmuch as this ordinance is necessary for the immediate preservation of the peace,
health, and safety of the citizens of this city of Albany, Oregon, an emergency is hereby
declared to exist; and this ordinance shall be in full force and effect immediately upon its

passage by the Council.
