The cost of improving the said Street above described and where re
required by sald plans and specifications shall be at the expense
of the City ofAlbany and shall be paid for out of the general
fund of said City and the remaining portion of the cost of
said improvement of said streets above described shall be
assessed on and against the real property adjacent thereto and
especlally and particularly benefited thereby, as provided by
the Charter of the said City.

The BEngineer's estimate of the total probable cost of the
improvement of Water Street from the east intersection of
Cleveland to the east intersection of Beary Street, is the sum
of $ - ° ~, and the Engineer's etimate of the probable cost
of said improvement to be paid by the owners of the real pro-
perty adjacent thereto and particularly benefited thereby is
the sum of $ -7 7.
