BE IT RESOLVED that the Council of the City of Albany, Oregon deems it
expedient and proposes to improve  PENN AVENUE beginning at the south side
of Twelfth "venue to the south end of the street and centered on the present

Installing curbs and gutters
Grading for a roadway twenty feet wide and centered
on the present center of the dedicated street
