RESOLUTION OF INTENTION TO IMPROVE

BE IT RESOLVED that the Council of the City of AIbany, Oregee deems it

expedient and proposes to improve 12th Avenue from Maple Street to
Elm Street by the following:

1. Shape up gravel base in place with leveling
course and

2. Placing a suitable asphaltic hard surface.

Said improvements to be made in accordance with the Charter and Ordi-

nance of the City of Albany, Oregon, and the plans, specifications and

estimates were filed in the office of the Recorder of the City of Albany
on May 12, 1954.

The cost of improving the said streets above described and where

required by said plans and specifications shall be at the expense of

the City of Albany and shall be ~aid for out of the general fund of said

City, the remaining portion of the cost of said improvement of said

streets above described shall be assessed on and against the real pro-

perry adjacent thereto and especially and particularly benefited therebya
as provided by the Charter of said City°
