RESOLUTION OF INTENTION TO IMPROVE

BE IT RESOLVED that the Council of the City of Albany, Oregon
deems it expedient and proposes to improve

SHERMAN STREET FROM 14th AVENUE TO QUEEN AVENUE by

Grade and Gravel
Curb and Gutter
Drainage

Said improvements to be made I{n accordance with the Charter and
Ordinances of the Clty of Albany, Oregon, and the plans, specifi-
catlons and estimates were filed in the office of the Recorder of
the City of Albany on june 9, 1954.

The cost of improving the safid sireets above described and where
required by said plans and specifications shall be at the expense
of the City of Albany and shall be pald for ocut of the general
fund of said City, the remaining portion of the cost of sald
famprovement of said streets above described shall be assessed on
and against the real property adjacent thereto and especlalily and
particularly benefited thereby, as provided by the Charter of sald
Citv.

The estimate of the total probable cost of the improvement of
sald streets above named is the sum of § 10,141,80 » and the
estimate of the probable cost of said 1mprovament to be pald by
the owners of the real property adjacent thereto and particularly
benefited thereby is the sum of $ 9,565,40,

The plans, specificatfions and estimates pregsented by the City
Engineer for the improvement of said streets above named are
hereby approved and adopted, smid plans, specifications and
estimates now being on file in the office of the Recorder of said
Cil ty.

BE 1T PURTHER RESOLVED THAT the Recorder of the City of Albgny
hg and he is hereby ordered and directed to gjve notlice pr said
proposed improvement of said streets above named, as hereinbefore
provided for the time apd in the manner as prpvided by 3aw and

the Charter of the C!ty of Albany.
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
