THAT, the council of the city of Albany hereby request
the State Board of HiGher Education to provide planning
assistance under authority of ORS 351o360s as administered
by the Bureau of Municipal Research and Services
University of OreGon, with such financial assistance as

may be provided by the Urban Renewal Administration under

authority of Section 701 of the Housing Act of 1954

Public Laws 860, 83rd ConGress)° That such planninG
assistance is more particularly described in a project
description that is attached hereto and made a part of
this resolution as if fully set forth herein.

approval of such planning assistance by the State and
Federal authorities, hereby authorizes.-

a) payment to the State Board of HiGher Education
a sum not to exceed $3,000o00

the city all necessary contracts and agreements to

implement and carry out the purposes specified in this

will aim for the completion of the followtn9 parts of the over-all

plan:

1. CC~4PLET1ON OF SUBDIVISION REOUIATIONS: Under this project
the text of the subdivision regulations would be refined and

prepared for presentation to the city council and commtinity,
Explanatory documents for public Information and to provide
standards necessary for utilization and understanding of the

regulations wti1 be prepared and published.

Zo EXiSTiNG LAND USE ANALYSIS: The data acquired by the land

use survey as provided under Project Oregon F-1 will be analyzed
and compared with a 1946 land use survey and zoning map.

Exp~sion patterns and development trends of land use activities

since 1946 will form the basis of a subsequent Oenerallzed Land

Use Piano

surrounding area such as soil types, flood plains and courses,

drainage areas, water table and topography will be made. This

will be followed by a study of tb.~.eFfects of these conditions

on Future development, the sut~ble or conditional development
in problem areas, and the safeguards necessary for the control

of each condition,

4o STUDY OF EXISTING ~ ND POTENTIAL RESIDEN'FiAL AREAS: A study
of population fluctuation and projection for the next decade

wilt furnish information for neighborhood definition studies°
This ~tll be correlated with existing and desirable services

and facilities in each area such as:

Streets and utilities

Schools

Parks and playgrounds
Churches and semi-public activities

Conm~erclal activities

5o TRAFFIC CIRCULATION: The tentative arterial street plan
a~ provlded under Project CA~egon P-I will be reviewed and

adjusted to results of the studies of this project.

6o GENERALIZED POTENTIAL LAND USE FLAN: The results of the

studies of this project wi!l form the basis for a projection
of the demands on the land and a general proposal for the most

beneficial use of the land for the estimated amount of growth°
This generalized potential land use plan will be related to

existin9 or potential problems, These problems will be isolated

and defined to form the basis of subsequent planning work in more

particular areas°
