file in behalf of the applicant an application (in form required
by the United States and in conformity with said act) for a grant
to be made by the United States to the Applicant to aid in defraying
the cost of acquisition of certain property for park purposes;

That if such grant be made, the applicant shall provide or n~ke

necessary arrangements to provide such funds, in addition to the

grant as may be required to defr~ the cost of acquisition of said

park land;

That said ~lliam D. Bolhmn, City L~nager, is Eereby authorized to

furnish such inforn~tion and take such action as may be necessary

to enable the applicant to qualify for the grant;

ATTiZT:

That the officer designated in the preceding paragraph is hereby
designated as the authorized representative of the applicant for

the purpose of furnishing to the United States such information,
data, and documents pertaining to the application for a grant as

may be required; and otherwise to act as the authorized representa-
tive of the applicant in connection ~dth this application.

That certified copies of this resolution be included as part of

the application for a grant to be submitted to the United States.
