WHEREAS, it is recognized that a contract for Federal Grant will impose
certain obligations and responsibilities;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City of Albany obligates
park acquisition funds in conjunction with an agreement to be entered
into for Federal Matching Funds to implement purchase of permanent
public recreation land; and hereby authorizes and directs the City
Manager to file such application, to provide additional information
and to firnish such documents as may be required to execute such
contracts as are required, and to act as the authorized correspondent
for the City of Albany.
