This project is intended to improve access and enhance the storm drainage to the

area of 24th Avenue between Marion Street and Jackson Street. The typical section

shall consist of a S6'-wide street with 8" of base rock, 1½" of leveling rock,
2" of aspbaltic concrete and rolled curb and gutter. No right-of-way acquisition
or easements are necessary on this project.
