The staff has received a petition and a -
waiver of remonstrance from the developer, Mennonite Mission.

Project Description:

Extension of approximately 900 feet of 36 inch sanitary sewer pipe on
Columbus Street, south of Nelson Mobile Home Park. The sanitary sewer is
proposed to be located in the public right-of-way, and a permit will be
required from Linn County,

The Engineering Department recommends that the 36 inch line not be extended
the full length of the property owned by the Mennonite Home until a later
date.” The southern portion of this property is located within the area -

~of the Oak Creek flood plain and a pump station will be required at a later '
‘date for sewer service south of QOak Creek. It is the staff's opinion that

the location of the flood plain should be determined before extending the sewer .
and selecting a site for the pump station. .The Mennonite Home will be

assessed again for the future extension of the 36 inch sewer along their proper-
ty.

At this time, the Mennonite Home has 51gned a Delayed Annexation Agreement
with the City of Albany.
