ARTICLES OF AGREEI~ENT

OREGON DISTRI.CT k COUNCIL OF GOVERNHENTS

Article I.    Nam~

The name of this organization shall be: Oregon District k Council of

Governments.

Article II. Authorization

The authorization for the establishment of this organization is set forth

In state enabling legislation (ORS 190.003 to 190.I10) and by agreement
among its members, as lndlcated by adoption of a resolutlon endorsing the

agreement and authorizing membership In Oregon District 4 Council of

Goverfiments.

Article III. PurpOse

A) The purposes of the Oregon District 4 Councll of Governments shall be:

To provide a forum for Identifying, discussing and solving area-wide

problFms;

2.    To coordinate planning and development activities among the various

municlpalitles in District 4 In such a manner as to maxlmlze the

benefits to be derived and to discourage duplication In planning and

development programs, thereby promoting the most efficient use of

each tax dollar;

3.    To prepare and adopt area-wide comprehensive plans as needed for the

orderly development of Lincoln, Linn, and Benton counties;

4.    To make district-wide planning and development more effective by
Involving elected offic{ais directly into the recommendation- forming
and decision-making phases of the planning process;

5- To provide clearinghouse review of all projects requesting federal or

state flnancial assistance;

6. To perform other functions that are deemed necessary for the physical,
social and economic well-being of the citizens of Oregon District 4.

B) Among the functions and duties which the organization may perform in

order to carry out these purposes are:

I.I~itlate, conduct, or cause to be conducted planning studies of area-

wide or regional. significance.

2. Prepare and adopt area-wide and regional comprehensive plans, programs,

or policies.

t 3.    Prepare~ adopt, and recommend policies and programs to al.levlate
area-wide problems or'Improve the effectiveness, efficiency, and

responsiveness of local governments and other organizations In the
area.

4.    Prepare~ on request, studies, plans, pollcles, resolutions, ordin-

ances, and similar items, for local governments and other agencles
for their conslderation.

5.    Provide technical assistance and advice, and review and evaluate

studies, plans, policies, and ordinances, on request, for local

governments and other agencies.

6.    Assist local governments In Intergovernmental coordination actlvitles
in order to facilitate the resolution of problems or the achievement

of'opportunities.

7- Perform other services similar to the above which are consistent

with the purposes of this agreement.
ArticleIV. 

HembershlpA) Each memberunitofgovernmentshallbeentitledtoonerepresentativeselected ~yandfrommembersofitselected' governing body.B) 'Thefollo~lngunitsoflocal governmentshallbeeligibleformembership intheOregon 01strict4CouncilofGovernments:

C) 1,. An e!lglble unit'of local government may become a member of the Oregon
District ~ Council of Governments by adopting a resolution endorsing the
Artlclespf Agreement of the Oregon Distrlct ~ Council of Governments and
fonvarding a certified copy of the resolution to the Secretary: Such
unit of local government may maintain its membership by budgeting and.
paylng amounts that may be required In accordance with the Council~s
budget.

D) Alternate Representatives: An alternate representative shall be desig-,
nated to represent each member agency. Alternates shall possess the
same qualifications as representatlves and shall represent his agency in
ehe absence of the representative.

E) Terms of Office: Representatives and alternate rep~esentatives shall be
appointed to serve a term of two years. Terms of office shall begin 'on

the second Nonday in January of an odd-numbered year a~d shall expire on

the Sunday preceding the second Honday in January two years later.

Representatives and alternates may be reappointed without limitation as

to number of terms.

F) NoticeofAppointment: Noticeofappointmentofrep~esentativesshallbesenttotheSecretaryonorbeforethesecondNondayinJanuaryofeachodd-numberedyearbytheChiefExecutiveofeachmemberagency, ornew

C) The Vice-Chairman shal. I be elected in the same manner as the Chairman.

He may be re-elected., but may not serve more than three ( 3). consecutive

terms of office, The Vice-Chairman shall assume the duties of the Office

of Chairman in the absence of the Chairman. He may be removed from office

by a vote of one more than a simple majority of the Council representatives,

D) The Secretary-Treasurer need not be an elected official or a representa-
tive to the Council. He shall serve an Indefinite term of office at the

pleasure of the Council, He may be removed from office by a vote of a

slmple majority of the Councll representatives, He shall serve as

secretary, be custodian of the records and funds, maintain financial

accounts, and perform other duties as required,

E) A vacancy in the office of Chairman of the Council shall be filled by the

Vice-Chairman for the unexplred term, In such event, a new Vice-Chairman

shall be elected, as provided in these Articles of Agreement at the next

regular or spec|al meeting of the Councll and he shall serve the balance
of the term of that office,

F) The Chairman and Vice-Chairman shall not be residents from the same

county,

Article VI, E. lection of Officers

A) An annual organizatlonal moeting shall be held by the Council no later

than June 30th of each year,

B)   Nominations shall be made from the floor at the annual organizatlonal
meeting and the election of officers as specified iq Article V shall

follow thereafter.

C) A candidate receiving a slmple.maJority vote of those members present at

the annual organizational meeting shall be declared elected and shall

serve a one-year term of office or until his successor takes office, A

regular term of office shall commence July 1,

D) Vacancies in office shall be filled as soon as possible by regular elec-

tion procedure in accordance with Article V, Section E,

Article VII. Neetin~s

A) The Council shall meet at 1easttwice a year,'in February and June. At

least tw~ (2) weeks notice shall be given to the membership for a regular
meeting. Regular meetings shall be held In Lincoln, Llnn and Benton

Counties on a rotating basis.

B) Additional meetings may be called by the Chairman with the concurrence of

two ( 2) additional members, or by a majority of the full membership of

the Board, At least five (5) days notice shall be given to the member-

shlp for a special meeting.



Article VII. (Continued)

C) A quorum shall consist of a simple majority of the representatives of the

Council.

D) Unless otherwise specified, Roberrs Rules of Order shall govern the

proceedlngs at the meetings of the Council.

Article VIII. Subdlstrtcts

A) Due to the geographic vastness of Oregon District 4 and the Coast I~ountain

Range providing a barrier to easy travel to and from meetings, a Linn-

Benton Subdtstrlct and Llncoln County Subdlstrlct are hereby established.
The Lincoln County Subdistrlct shall be comprised of those member govern-
ments located within Lincoln County, and the Linn-~enton Subdistrict shall
consist of those ember governments located within Llnn and Benton

Counties. Membership of Subdistrlcts is limited to those COG members 1|sted
in Article IV (B) 1,2,3,4,5,6, and 7.

B)   ~he subdistricts shall meet monthly, or as dee~ed necessary, to discuss

or transact business peculiar to their own subdistrict.

C) The subdistrictse purpose shall be the same as those listed' in Article I!1.

0) Each subdistrict shall establish its o~n rules for membershlp and the

conduct of business provldlng these rules are consistent with this agree-
ment.

Article IX.     Voting

A) Each representative, or, in his absence, his alternate, shall be entitled

to one vote on matters before the Council. The Chalrman may cast only
one vote. If he has already voted as a representatlve~ he may not vote

again to make or break a tie;

B) Except as otherwise provided in these Articles of Agreement, a simple

majority of the members present and voting shall be sufficient to decide

a question before the Council.

Article X.     Executlve Board

A) A six-mamber Executive Board Is hereby established. Executive Board

membership shall be established on the following bases:

1. Membership shall include the Councll Chairman and Vice-Chairman.

2. One representative from each county government.

3.    One representative from a city government situated wlthln each

county.

B) City representatives to the Executive Board, when not the Council Chairman

or Vice-Chairman, shall be chosen by the caucus of Council representatives
living within. the county.

Article X.    ( Continued)

C) The purpose of the Execu. tlve'Board shall be to carry on the day-to-day
operation of the Council and to act for the Council upon matters ~hich

have been recommended to them by the subdistricts. Day-to-day Council

operations shall include approval of bills; approval of contracts, agree-

ments, and grants; employment of staff or consultants as authorlzed by
the Council; and similar matters,

D) Regular Executive Board meetings shall be held on the fourth t~tesctay o~
the month. Speclai maetings may be called as deemed necessary by-the
Chairman or by any two members of the Board.

E) A quorum shall consist of four (~) members.

Article X~ Finance

A)   Revenues of the Council shall be from member contributions, grants, gifts,
donations, fees or other payments received for purposes consistent wlth

its functions. Receipts shall-be received by the Secretary-Treasurer
who shall deposit and account therefore as provided in this agreement.

B)   ExpenditureS'shall be to accomplish the purposes of the Council, Includ-

ing the work and supplies necessary therefore and may include payments
to member governments in reimbursement for staff services provided by
request of the Council.

C)   The fiscal year of the Council shall begin July 1 and end June 30 of

each year.

D) Not later than February 28 of each year, the Councll shall determine

whether financial contributions from its member governments will be

requested for the ensuing year. If It is determined to make a request
the member agencies for contributions to finance its actlvitles during
the flscal year ensuing, direction shall be given to the Secretary-
Treasurer to prepare a detailed budget. The budget shall provide a

financial plan for the accomplishments of programs adopted by the Council,

including estimates of revenues and expenditures and Indicating the

amounts required from each member agency. The budget shall be adopted
by the Council.

E) Hembar agencies shall include an .appropriation request in their budgets
for an amount equal to the request of the Council. On or before June 30,
each agency shall advise the Secretary-Treasurer of the Council of their

action regarding the requested contrlbution. Remittance of the contri-

bution from the member agency to the Council shall be made as soon as is

practicable, but in no case not later than January 31 of the appropriate
year.

F)'Any member government may serve as the fiscal agent fo~ the Council

whereupon the Executive Board shall establish procedures for authorizing
the fiscal agent to disburse funds.

G) Oregon DIstrict 4 Council of Governments is also authorized to function
as its o~n fiscal agent, and-to establish the necessary financial,
purchasing, personnel, and other po.llcles necessary toperform as fiscal

agent.

H) EaCh year, OD4COG financlal records shall be audited In accordance with
state law, appropriate federal program guldeilnes, and generally accepted
audltlng standards.

Article XII. Po~ers

A) In carrying out Its functions, the Oregon 01strict 4 Councl} of Governmentl

may:

I. Enter Into agreements with the United States, the'State of Oregon,
public or private agencies or corporatlons, and individuals for the

purpose of obtaining financial aid or other particlpatlon in carry-

ing out the objectives, programs, and purposes of the Council;

2. O~n or lease equipment and other property In Its .o~n name;

3- Adopt a budget indicating the recelpts and expenditures of the

Council and establish the amount of financial participation by each

member government;



Article XIV. Staff

Oregon District 4 Council of-Governments may appoint an Executive Director
who shall 'administer the buslness of the Coupcil. Under the guidelines of
the'approved budget, the' Executive Director shall employ. such professional,
technical and clerical staff as needed to carry o~lt the work of the
Council.

Article XV. Amendments

Amendments to the agreement may be made at any meeting of the Council

providing the following procedure has been followed: The proposed amendment

together with the article to be amended end the reasons for the amendment
shall be presented to the Secretary and the Chairman in sufficient quantity
to supply each representative with a copy not less then 15 days prior to the

meeting at which the amendment Is proposed to be adopted. The Secretary
shall immediately dispatch a copy of the proposal to each r~presentative.
An a.mendment to the agreement will requite approval by a vote equal to one

vote greater than a slmple majority of the CounCil representatlves and
ratification by each member agency.

IN ~ITNESS ~HEREOF, the parties hereto have caused this Agreement to be executed
in the names of the respective member agencies by resolution adopted by the

governing bodies, signed by the Chief Executive, as appropriate, duly attested
to by the respective clerk, recorder or secretary with the corporate seals of
said member governments being duly attached thereto,
