12% per annum, and constituting general obligations of the City of Albany. The
terms of conditions of such warrants shall be as provided by ORS 287.502 to
287.510.

SUBJECT:  Arterial Sidewalk Program, Amended June 11, 1986

Description of Project

This project will provide for the construction of new sidewalk along Pacific Hwy.
as indicated on attached map (sheet #1 of Exhibit "A").

The main purpose for this construction is to provide safe pedestrian travel in
high traffic areas and to and from public schools in the area.

There are 8 affected property owners with a total of 1,169 lineal feet of new
eidewalk to be constructed. Construction costs will vary from property to
property depending on existing improvements and landscaping. It is therefore
recommended that each property owner be assessed for their portion of the
improvements. Each tax lot was evaluated individually to obtain estimated cost
for construction. The cost per lineal foot includes the 13% for engineering,
legal and administration costs. See attached summary of property owners and
estimated assessments.

If the Council elects, the property owners could be given the option to construct
the improvement on their own., The construction would have to be to City of
Albany Standards and would require inspection by the Public Works Department.
The property owners could be notified and given 45 days to complete the work. - If
the improvement work is not completed by this time, the City would prepare to do
the work under public contract bidding. '
