SUBJECT:         EnEineer's Report, Arterial Sidewalk Program, SW-86-2, Phase II

Description of ProJect

This project will provide for the construction of new sidewalk alone Pacific

Highway as indicated on the attached map ( Exhibit " A").

The main purpose for this construction is to provide safe pedestrian travel to

and from Wavefly Lake Park and the business district adjacent to 1-5. In several

locations, pedestrians are forced to walk alone the curb or on the highway.

There are 11 affected properties with a total of 2733 lineal feet ( excluding the

footage required to cross the bridge) of new sidewalk to be constructed.

Construction costs will vary from property to property dependinE on location and

existinE improvements. Each tax lot was evaluated individually to obtain estimated

cost for construction. The cost per lineal foot includes the 13~ for enEineerinE,
leEal and administration costs. See attached stunmary of property o~ners and

estimated assessments.

The OreEon State HiEhway Division ( OSHD)'bridEe at the South and of Waverly Lake

does not have adequate width within the confines of the ~uard rails to accomodate

sidewalks and the necessary 4 traffic lanes. This will necessitate the

construction of a structure on the outside of both ~ uard rails to support the

sidewalk. The total cost for this ~ork is estimated at $120,000. This estimate

is based on the OSHD cost estimates for a similar structure desiEned for the

Periwinkle BridEe on Salem Avenue. There is currentlyno provision for pedestrian
traffic crossir~ the bridEe, If the Council directs staff to proceed with this

project, ~e will need to coordinate fundinE, desiEn, snd construction of the

creek crossinE with the OSHD. This will require a considerably lonEer time then

required to construct sidewalks.

Sidewallc construction throuEh Wavefly Park will utilize the existinE 8 foot wide

Eravel path which runs the full lenEth of the south side of Wavefly Lake. At

least 250 feet of additional walkway will need to be constructed to brinE the

existin~ pathway up to the level of the hiEhway at the bridEe.



If the Council elects,     the property oumers could be given the option to construct

the improvement on their own.      The construction would have to be to City of

Albany Standards and would require inspection by the Public        ~Yorks Department.
The property o~ners could Be notified and given 60 days to complete the      ~ork.      If

the improvement work is not completed by this time,     the City would prepare to do

the work under public contract bidding.
