WITNESSETH:

That for and in consideration of the sum of NO
DOLLARS ($0.00), Grantor does hereby convey and transfer unto
the City of Albany, a permanent easement and right-of-way,
including the perpetual right to enter upon the real property
hereinafter described at any time that it may see fit, and to
construct, maintain and repair a bicycle path over, across,
through and under the lands hereinafter described, together with
the right to excavate and refill ditches and/or trenches for the
location of the said bicycle path and the further right to remove
trees, bushes, undergrowth and other obstructions interfering with
the location, construction and maintenance of the said bicycle path.

The easement and right-of-way hereby granted covers a strip of
land 12 feet in width for the purpose of construction and maintenance
over the following described property:

The northernmost 12 feet of even width of the following
described real property, to wit:

Beginning at a point where the East line of Hill Street
extended intersects the South line of the rgilroad right
