to Railroad in performing work for which City is obliga~ed- to

reimburse Railroad hereunder upon completion of such work which bill

City agrees to promptly pay.

4. The work to be performed by Railroad hereunder shall be

commenced as soon as labor and materials are available following
execution of this instrument and shall be completed within one ( 1)

year thereafter.
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5. This agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit

of the successors and assigns of Railroad and the assigns of City.
