RE: Resolution to Adopt Regldnal Highway Priorities

After considerable deliberation and local input during December and January, the
OD4COG Highway Improvement Task Force, on January 15, submitted a priority list of
recommended highway improvements for our region to the Oregon Department of
Transportation. This was In response to the state’s request for local input on the
development of the 1993-1998 Six-Year Highway Improvement Program.

To show that our region is united behind the submitted recommendations, the state would
like to see all jurisdictions adopt resolutions of support. This will greatly enhance our
ability to influence the decision-making of the state Transportation Commission over the
next eighteen months. In prior years this unified regional approach has paid significant
dividends in the amount of money and attention given to Lincoln, Benton and Linn
Counties by ODOT.

With that in mind, on January 17, the COG Board of Directors passed a resolution to
adopt the recommendations of the Highway Task Force. A copy of the resolution,
another sample resolution and the regional recommedations are attached. Please feel
free to use the sample in drafting your own resolution of support. | am hopeful that all
jurisdictions can return their adopted resolutions to me by March 15. Let me know if that
will be a problem.
