BE IT FURTHER RF_~OLVED by the Albany City Council that a public hearing on the matter of removal

of the territory described in Exhibit A from the Albany Rural Fire Protection District be held by the City
Council on January 8, 1992, at 7:15 p.m.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Recorder shall give notice of the hearing by publication once

each week for two (2) successive weeks prior to the day of said hearing in a newspaper of general circulation

within the city. The City Recorder shall further cause notice of this hearing W be posted in four (4) public
places within the city for a like time.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the property described by attached Exhibit A shah be effectively annexed

to the City of Albany on the date that the complete abstract of the annexation proceedings descn'bexl above

is ~ed with the Secretary of State of the State of Oregon, the Linn County Clerk, and the Liun County
Assessor.
