WHEREAS, the City Council has proposed to a__~ce_-pt the delayed annexation agreement in accordance with provisions
ofArticle 17 of the L{nn County Zoning Ordinance and the Urban Growth Management Agreement for certain property
desert'bed by attached Exhibit A and more commonly known as 2696, 2698, 2794, and 2796 Three Lakes Road SE, which

is within the Urban Oreyah Boundary of the City of Albany;, and

WHEREAS, provisions of the Albany Comprehensive pi~n allow the expansion or modification of commercial and

indnstrial uses within the Bitincorporated pertion Of the Urban Growth Boanda~/provided that: (a) The use is consistent

with the City's Comprehensive Plan designation or the modification complies with the more restrictive of the County
Or City's non-conforming use provisions; (b) A site plan is approved by the City of Albany and County whereby all

development requirements of the City and County are met to the maximum extent possible; and (c) An Annexation

Agreement and Petition for Improvement/War of Remonstrance are filed for the property that require non-

remonstrance to annexation and construction of City services and streets to City standards, and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLV~-r~ that the Albany City Council accepts the dehyed annexation agreement for

that territory descn~.xl by attached Exhibit A, the dedication deeds, and the Petition for ImprovcmentN,'aivcr of

Remonstrance.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council authorizes the execution of said agreement by the City Manager.

BE IT FURTI-w-R RESOLVED that the subject property shall be annexed to the City of Albany at the time it becomes

eligible for annexation and shah be zoned for industrial use.
