4, The Grantors do hereby covenant with the City that they are lawfully seized and
possessed of the real property above described and that they have a good and lawful
right to convey it or any part thereof and that they will forever warrant and defend
the title thereto against the lawful claims of all persons whomsoever.

5. Upon performing any maintenance, the City shall return the site to original or better
condition.

6. No permanent structure shall be constructed on this easement.
