Recorder to make,  issue,  and negotiate General Obligation Improvement Warrants for the performance of said

Improvements, bearing interest, and constituting general obligations of the City of Albany.  The terms of conditions

of such warrants shall be as provided by ORS 287.502 to 287.510.

SUBJECT:. 5T-94-9, Hickory Street Local improvement District

A. CTION REQUESTED:

The Public Works Committee recommends that Council accept the engineers report and ~uanclai

investigation report and schedule a public hearing for May 24, 1995, at which time the proposed
formation or a Local improvement District (LID) for the street improvements for Hickory Street and

surrounding area storm drainage improvements will be considered.

BACKGROUND: '

On September 27, 1994, a petition was submRted to construct urban improvements on Hickory Street,
between North Albany Road and Springhill Drive. The petition was updated by facsinn'le copy on

October 7, 1994. The requested work would include street, sidewalk, and storm drain, along with

neo~___~xy adjustments of existing utilities. Of 16 properties, 11 owners signed the petition,1

representing appro~mateiy 74 percent of the potentr~lly benefited area.

This area is partially developed on the south side of Hickory Street; the west end of the project
remains vacant The north side of the project is undeveloped, with unimproved a_ _ec~s__s roads serving
residences farther north.

DISCUSSION:

In response to Resolution No. ?,~.0, thi.~ engineers report has been prepared. Staff held a

neighborhood meeting on April 6, 1995, ind presented th[~ information to the affected property
owner~

The LD as presented herein consists of two assessment areas. The first area is for street and. related

improvements within the Hickory Street fight-of-way from North Albany Road to $pringh~l Drive.
The second area is for participation in .the construction of a storm drainage out_~H line ~',om the

Intersection of Hickory Street and Springlull Drive to the Willamette River.

Street Portion of the LID:.

Hickory Street is presently a 22-feet to2~feet-wide subst~naard, asphalt surfaced'street with minims]

ditchtheY ~)n either side. The existing fight-of-way is 60 feet wide. The street improvements proposed
would reconstruct the street to be 36 feet wide with curb and gutter, sidewalL-% storm drainage, and

provisions for street lights, .s~t trees, and driveway connections. The street would be m~rked for

a 6-foot bike bee on either side and two '12-foot travel lanes. The existing pavement structure would
be incorporated into the new pavement sectlon where possible. The new improvements Would connect

to existing street improvements in North Albany Road and Springhill Drive as appropriat~ however
no specific improvements to either of these streets are anticipated except as required for the

intersection connections.

The extent and eapaclty of the storm drainage sy-~tem within the HiCkOry Street fight-of-way will

depend upon whether or not the storm dr${nngE portion Of the l,rl'J, ns ~ belOw, is included
or not. An outfall line to the W'tilamEtte River will be sized based upon the actual amount of area

No additional riEht-of-way is needed for strcct construction; however, slopc easements my be

required on adjacent properties.

Storm Drainage Portion of the LID:

The Hickory Street area presently has no (:iCy-owned subsurface storm drainage facilities. The storm

di~inagc proposed under thi.~ portion of the LID would construct an outfall line to the Willamettc

River and provide storm drainage connections along the Hickory Street fight-of-way for those

properties participating in the LID. The availability of storm drainage to the participating properties
is a key clement should these properdes wish to develop further in the future,

The new outfall line to the river would perallel the east side of Springhill Road. Easements for its

consh'u~onmy be mtuired.

The pwperties bounded by Hickory on thc north, North Albany Road on the west, Springbin on the

east, and Highway 20 on the south have not been Included in the storm drainage portion of the LD

as these properties have a__~:css_ to cdsting drainage facilities within the Highway 20 right-of-way.
Further, these properties arc at ground elevations which would restrict their ability to a_ _,:,:ess_ the new

storm drainage system.

Of the properdes proposed.to bc included within the Storm drnin:~gc portion of the LID, owners

representing 86 poreeat of the property have asked staff to inchdc their property in the assessment

district Letters have been sent advising all adjacent property owners of the ability to participate in

the Storm Dr~in.gc LID ff they respond prior to the public heating date.

Summary of Estimated Costs:

Work qtmntities have been esthn~ted based upon schematic street and storm drainage designs. The

e~dmnted co~ts of the variolls work items arc derived from the costs for similar work items on other

City of Albany projects. The final mount of the ssse~mcnt will be based upon the actual bid unit

prices and the actual work quantities. These arc expeaed to vary from the estimate,

Street Improvements:

This LID is located Within the Nolth Albany Sanitary Sewer Pwject area. Only one property to ate is subject
to foreclosure, No other lots in the area have been foreclosed.

Even though assessments in thi.~ area from the North Albany Sanitary Sewer Project were relatively high and

the increased pwperty value has generally increased ' taxes, payments have, for the most part, been kept current.

Real estate values in this area have out paced the rest of the City. The gcncral opinion of the real estate

commamlty is that values will continue to increase at a faster rate.
