Discussion:

Atthedir~ction~fth~C~un~i~fromthe~v~arch~3~996~CityC~uncilmeeting~sta~ma~ledan~ticeto
all LID owners in which an assessment deferral option was ontlincd that is being made available to

owners of lots ~ depths gr~_.t_~than 325 feet, and which also included a clarification oftl~ proposed
design concepts. In order to include any responses with thi.~ Council memo, replies were requested to

I~ resumed no lat__~- than March 29, 1996. As of the date ofthi.~ memo, three additional-letters have been
received: one additional remouswance, a copy of a letter to the editor of the Democrat Herald from an

owner who had previously submitted afe, aio~trance, and one letter in favor of the project.

To date, remonstrances total 49.85% of the value of the estimated assessments. Thixly of the
one-hundred property owners have remor~a~ed. Ten out of the thln~m large property owners, with lots

greater man 325 feet in depth, have remonstrated. No written responses have been received from the,

large property owners concerning the assessment deferral payment opticre.

Nearly aH propen'y owners who have provided written testimony and input, including thos~ who have
ixltted, have ~n__te~ mat they are in favor of having the strut improved. The primary reservation
of those ownc~-s who have remonstrated appears to be the potential financial impact ofthe estimated

impacts, would be appropriately addressed during the design phase Of the project and are less of a

concern to those who have remonstrated. A special assessment deferral option was offered to the large
property owners in an a_-_ _Pmpt to address the concerns of those owners who have expressed no desire to

either develop their propetty cr sell a portion of theire~dsting lots. None of the large lot property owners

who remonsWat~ bef~'e the assessment deferral option was offered have withdrawn their remonstrance.

Development plans have been submitted for two of the large lots involving approximately 42 units, and
a third large lot is in the process of preparing preliminary development plan~ A large vacant lot at the
south end of the district has changed ownership, and the new owners have indicated they plan to

consWuct a large residence on the site. Because of the inadequacy of the transportation system in this

area, development on existing lots will be restricted to one single family or duplex unit per lot (with no

new subdivisions) until slrect improvements are constructed.

With the City's financial contribution toward

Ibis project, th~ LID property owaer' s ~jmat~l assessments ar~ l~ss than 38 percent of what they would

be if the owners we~ to b¢ assessed thg full cost of constructing just an urban standard residential street

Budget Impact:

A council approval of the LID formation will commit all of the fun&  remaining in the County Road

Tran~er Fund, in budget activity 03-410, Street Capital and Restoration. Currcotly the projected fiscal

year 1996-97 budgeted amount is $1,675,000. ff the LID is not approved, staff will schedule a Public

Works Committee agenda item to discuss options for utilizing thes~ funds.
