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.~ A RESOLUTION CREATING THE ALBANY ARTS COMMISSION

RESOLUTION NO. 3740 -

WHEREAS, A]bany City Hall was completed in February 1996 and is onc of the central public buildings in our
community's civic life; and

WHEREAS, the display of public art in City Hall would not only beautify the building, but it would also increase
oonmmnypndeanyHaﬂ,makethcbmldmgmeaommblctomanypeople and support the local arts community;
and

WHEREAS, mDeoemberl995MayorChuckoLaran appomtedaCltyHallArts Task Force to recommend a master

plan for public art in City Hall; and

WHEREAS, the City Hall Arts Task Force has completed work on the City Hall Arts Master Plan recommending the
acquisition of ten pieces of art that would be on permanent public display and using spaces in City Hall for rotating and

temporary displays; and

WHEREAS, the City Hall Arts Master Plan recommends creation of a pcfmanent arts commission to oversce
implmnmtation of the Master Plan and to advise the City Council on policies for public art throughout the community.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Albany City Council that the Albany Arts Commission is created as
follows:

Composition

There is created an Albany Arts Commission for the City of Albary that shall consist of seven (7) members, The
members shall be nominated by the Mayor and confirmed by the City Council. At least two (2) member(s) of the
Commission shall be a representative of the loca! arts community or have a background or professional knowledge
of the arts.

Purpose and Duties
The City Arts Commission is established to:

1. Implement and manage the City Hall Arts Master Plan. Tasks associated with the City Hall Arts Master
Plan include: overseeing rotating and changing exhibits, raising funds for the purchase of additional
artwork, selection or rejection of artwork offered to the City either through donation or purchase, and
maintenance of the permanent exhibit of art in Cxty Hall.

2. Provide guidance to the City Council on public art in Albany.

3. To carry out any other tasks related to the arts in Albany that the City Council may request.

Term of Office and Compensation

City Arts Commission members shall each serve a three-year term with the exccptxon of four of the original
members. The term of office for two of the originally appointed members shall expire on December 31, 1997; the
terms of two other originally appointed members shall expire on December 31, 1998; andthctcrmsofoﬂiccfor _
the remaining three originally appointed members shall expire on December 31, 1999. Commlssxon members shall
serve without compensation.
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Procedures

The City Arts Commission shall elect a chair and vice chair and shall develop its own meeting schedule. A majority

* of the members shall constitute a quorum. The Commission shall keep a journal of its proceedings, which shall be
kept on file in the office of the City Recorder. In addition, the Commission may distribute major tasks of the
Commission to various members of the Commission if it so chooses.

Review by the City Council

The City Council shall have the right to review the conduct, acts, and decisions of the City Arts Commission. Any
person may appeal any ruling or order of the Commission to the City Council, which may hear the matter and make
a final decision. '

. BEIT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council requests that the Mayor solicit applications for appointment to
the Albany Arts Commission as soon as possible.
