COMPETITIVE BIDDING, AND DECLARING EMERGENCY CONDITIONS TO EXIST.

WHEREAS, on or about February 11, 1998, the City-formally advertised for competttlve bids for a
custodial services contract for the maintenance ofClty parks; and

WHEREAS, the aforesaid contract proposal calied fora contract w1th a two year term with options
for addmonal contract extensions; and o

WHEREAS, bids were opened on or about March 4 1998 and the lowest responsrve and responsrble '
bidder was F:S. Park Service; and - . ,

WHEREAS, subsequent to the bid opening, the City Council determined that it would be more cost
effective to have City park employees perform the custodial services in question, however, in order
to accomplish this work it will be necessary to hire additional park staff purchase supplies and
equipment, and organize and appropnately schedule the work, and: oo s

WHEREAS, City parks administration estlmates that it will not be able to assume the maintenance

 responsibilities until January 1, 1999, and

WHEREAS, in light of the foregomg crrcumstances, rt ts necessary to award a contract for a shorter
term than originally bid to adequately provide for park custodial services until City personnel are
ready to assume those responsibilities. :

NOW, THEREFORE BEIT RESOLVED as by the C1ty Councrl of the City of Albany as follows

follows:
1. The facts set forth in the recttals above are true and correct

2. The sucoessful low bidder, F.S. Park Servwe, has submitted a b1d whlch provrdes for
the lowest cost for each of the maintenance items required and, as a consequence, an
award of a short term contract to F.S. Parks Service is not likely to encourage
favoritism or to substantlally diminish competltlon

3. The awardmg of a contract to F.S. Park Service will result in a substantial cost savings
to- the public in that it will provide a mechanism for assuring adequate park
maintenance at the lowest cost until Clty parks personnel are able to assume those
responsrblhtles e

The Clty s prev1ous contract thh F.S. Parks Semce has now explred while 1hat
contractors work was satlsfactory, they cannot cortinue to preform park ‘maintenance
services w1thout anew contract :

Because of the time of year, the demands for public access to the City’s parks are
pressing and immediate. The parks must be properly maintained 1mmed1ate1y in order
to provide for the public health and en_loyment of the City’s parks;

Because of the immediate demands for park access, the City does not have sufficient
time to re-bid the contract through the customary conventional bidding processes;,

Because F.S. Parks Services was the lowest responsive and responsible bidder in the
City’s previous bid solicitation referred to the recitals noted above, there are no
alternative contracting or purchasing practices which would likely result in a lower
cost than F.S. Parks Service submitted in its original proposal, and

* F.S. Parks Service is willing to do the-work for the same ‘p—rlce submitted in their bid

proposal notwithstanding the fact that the term of the contract will be substantxally
reduced. : DR : :
