utilities and the further righv 10 remove mees, bushes, under-growtn, and other obstructions
interfering with the locarion and maintenance of the said public utilities.

This agreement is subject to the following terms and conditions:
1. The right-of-way hereby granted consists of:

2. The permanent easement described herein grants 1o the City, and 1o its successors,
assigns, authorized agents, or confractors, the perpetual right 1o enter upon said easement
at any time that it may see fit, for construction, maintenance, evaluation and/or repair
purposes.

3. The easement granted is in consideration of $1.00 and in further consideration of the

public improvements 1o be placed upon said property and the benefits grantors may
obtain therefrom.

4. The Grantors do hereby covenant with the City that they are lawfully seized and
possessed of the real property above described and that they have a goed and lawful right
10 convey it or any part thereof and that they will forever warrant and defend the title
thereto against the lawful claims of all persons whomsoever.
