WHEREAS, the Oregon Department of Transportation is administering the distribution of federal highway
funds provided by the Transportation Equity Act for the 21* Century (TEA-21) to local jU.l'lSdICthl'lS for the

WHEREAS rece:pt of these funds will allow the City to construct pedestnan and bicycle transportation
improvements to provide a promenade along Broadalbin Street from 4® Avenue to Water Avenue and curb
extensions and enhanced pedestrian crossings along 1" and 2™ Avenues between Ellsworth Street ‘and
Calapooia Street; and

WHEREAS, a commitinent to maintain these constructed facilities is required' and

WHEREAS, at the City Council meeting on December 16, 1998, the Albany City Councnl authorized staff to

‘prepare applications for TEA-21 funding for this project.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City of Albany appmves and endorses the submittal of an
application to the Oregon Department of Transportation for TEA-21 funds for the purpose of constructing
these transportation enhancement facilities.
