WHEREAS, the City of Albany Public Works Department has been directed by City Council to move forward

on a street improvement project benefitting the Lehigh/Riderwood area; and

WHEREAS, it is in the interest of the City ofAlbany Public Works Department to purchase a five-foot wide

strip from Lima County in order to consolidate the area with the Shortridge, 16th and 17m Avenue right-of-ways

and Lehigh Park; and

WHEREAS, the City of Albany has contacted Lima County and requested a change of property jurisdiction;

and

WHEREAS, Linn County had acquired the property through tax foreclosure and advertised the parcel to the

public for sale. The property is described as follows:

Beginning at the Northwest corner ofEastgate Park Subdivision;  thence East 5.0 feet;

thence South 790 feet, more or less; thence West 5.0 feet; thence North 790 feet,  more

or less, also known as the barrier along the West line ofEastgate Park Subdivision 5.0

feet in width.
