A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY OF ALBANY TO SUBMIT AN APPLICATION
FOR OREGON SAFE ROUTES TO SCHOOL REIMBURSEMENT FUNDS.

WHEREAS, the Oregon Safe Routes to School Program has reimbursement funds available; and

WHEREAS, the local Safe Routes to School group has expressed a desire for pedestrian
improvements along Gibson Hill Road; and

WHEREAS, sidewalk improvements are identified as an existing need in the City’s
Transportation System Plan; and

WHEREAS, receipt of the reimbursement funds would allow the City to construct approximately
2,000 feet of sidewalk improvements on Gibson Hill Road; and

WHEREAS, the proposed Oregon Safe Routes to School Program reimbursement application will
request funds totaling $500,000 for construction sidewalk improvements on Gibson Hill Road.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City of Albany approves and endorses the
submittal of an application to the Oregon Safe Routes to School Program for reimbursement
funds totaling $500,000 for the construction of sidewalk improvements on Gibson Hill Road.
