
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF ALBANY, OREGON APPROPRIATING A SPECIAL
PURPOSE GRANT FROM THE ALBANY PUBLIC LIBRARY FOUNDATION

WHEREAS, The Albany Public Library Foundation has provided a $12,500 grant to pay for
staffing that will allow the Carnegie Library to remain open on Fridays for the remainder of fiscal
year 2012; and

WHEREAS, Oregon Local Budget Law provides that expenditures in the year of receipt of
grants, gifts, bequests or devices transferred to the local government in trust for a specific purpose
may be made after enactment of a resolution or ordinance authorizing the expenditure (ORS
294.326(3)).

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
ALBANY, OREGON as follows:

The Albany Public Library Foundation grant in the amount of $12,500 is hereby appropriated as
follows:
