A RESOLUTION EXTENDING WORKERS' COMPENSATION COVERAGE PROVIDED BY CITYCOUNTY

INSURANCE SERVICES ( CIS) TO CITY OF ALBANY VOLUNTEERS

WHEREAS, the City of Albany elects the following: 

Pursuant to ORS 656.031, workers' compensation coverage will be provided to the classes of volunteers listed in this
resolution, noted on CIS payroll schedule, and verified at audit: 

1. Public safety volunteers (8411) Applicable X Non- applicable

An assumed monthly wage of $1, 200 per month will be used for public safety volunteers in the following volunteer
positions (check all that apply):

2. Volunteer boards, commissions, committees, task forces, and councils for the performance of administrative

c. CIS provides written confirmation of coverage. 

WHEREAS, the City of Albany agrees to maintain verifiable rosters for all volunteers including volunteer name, date of
service, and hours of service and make them available at the time of a claim or audit to verify coverage. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Albany City Council to provide workers' compensation coverage as
indicated above.
