ACCESS EASEMENT

THIS EASEMENT, granted this day of 2020 by the City of Albany, a Municipal
Corporation, herein called “Grantor,” to the Grand Prairie Water Control District, its successors and assigns, herein
called "Grantee."

WITNESSETH:
The Grantor has this day granted and by these presents does grant unto the Grantee, and grantee’s heirs, successors and
assigns, an ingress and egress easement and right-of-way, including the right to enter upon the real property hereinafter
described, and to construct, maintain and repair a driveway within the easement area, for the purpose of providing
maintenance access to the Burkhart Creek-to-Truax Creek overflow drainage ditch on the Grantor’s property.
This agreement is subject to the following terms and conditions:

1. The right-of-way hereby granted consists of:

See legal description on attached EXHIBIT “A” and map on attached EXHIBIT “B”, attached hereto

and made a part hereof.

2. The easement described herein grants to the grantee, the right to enter upon said easement at any time that it may
see fit for driveway construction, maintenance, evaluation, and/or repair purposes as well as the right to access
the drainage ditch.

3. The easement is not an exclusive easement. The grantor reserves the right to place utilities within the easement

area and use the easement area driveway for access to the grantor’s property.

4, The easement granted is in consideration of $1.00, receipt of which is acknowledged by the Grantor, and in
further consideration of the improvements to be placed upon said property and the benefits grantors may obtain
therefrom.

5. Grantee agrees to save and hold Grantor harmless from any and all claims arising from Grantee’s use of the

rights herein granted. Upon use of the easement, Grantee, its successors, assigns, authorized agents, or
contractors shall return the Easement to its original condition. During the existence of this easement,
maintenance of the easement and costs of repair of the easement, shall be the responsibility of the Grantee.
