Public Works Director Chris Bailey presented a budget overview to the commission regarding the Albany
Municipal Airport and offered possible solutions for the current fiscal path. Bailey mentioned they could hire
a consultant to come in and talk with the Airport Advisory Commission (AAC) to help generate public interest
in the airport and advise on what investments could help increase future revenue. In response, the commission

shared their thoughts and ideas.

Robb Romeo talked to the commission about the upcoming Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) grants
that will result in the Albany Municipal Airport being closed multiple days. Romeo will notify the commission

when he finds out exact dates.

Tony Hann updated the commission on what is happening at the airport and shared his ideas for improving

processes and increasing revenue.
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Business from the Commission 4:40 p.m.
Kratch asked if there is anything the commission can do to help at the airport. Romeo mentioned pressure

washing the jets this spring would be helpful. Kratch made a motion to raise the hangar rate an additional $20,
Nathan Ahrens seconded the motion. After some discussion, Chair Huffman made a motion to table the idea

and revisit the topic in the future. Ahrens seconded the motion, and the vote passed the commission 5-0.
